NOTES
You are expected to keep all of your notes and handouts.  These are to be organized in a 3-ring binder or folder. I will collect notes on occasion.  Notes must 
be completed and in order to receive full credit.  If you are absent, you will need to get the notes from another student in the class.  
TESTS 

You will be given a review for each chapter test.    You will be expected to show your work to receive credit for test answers. (Answers consist of work shown and the result). There will also be a final exam at the end of the trimester.  
TESTS RETAKES 

You may re-take tests.  You may retake any test one time, within a two week time frame (from when you get your test results). You must do this on your own time, before or after school.  You will be required to complete a test retake ticket before retaking a test.
 LATE WORK

I accept late work for the chapter in which we are currently studying. Once we finish a chapter and I hand out the review for the test, late work will not be accepted.  The highest score you can achieve for late work is a 50%.  

CALCULATORS
Cell phone calculators are not allowed.  If you choose to use a calculator on your phone, you will receive a 0 for the assignment. I have calculators that you can trade something of value to use for the class period.  You may also bring your own.  
EXTRA CREDIT
I rarely give extra credit.  If I choose to give extra credit, it will be given to the entire class.  I will not give extra credit on an individual basis. You are not required to do extra credit.

RETAKE POLICY

1. To help students achieve our high standards, if they would like to retake a test, they will be given the opportunity to complete a Retake Ticket. The Retake Ticket requires students to reflect on how they prepared for the original assessment, describe how they will prepare differently and includes requirements and due dates.

2. If students are retaking a test, they will not be taking the same test. Instead of using the same test, changes may be made to the question style from a multiple choice to short answer or essay.

3. The scores will not be averaged. The new score will replace the old one.

4. The format of the retake will be determined by the department.

5. Everyone is eligible for retakes.

6. End of Course Assessments or Final Exams are not eligible for retakes.

7. Students will have a maximum of two weeks from the date they received the results of the test, to retake it. They must arrange it before or after school on their own time. A test may only be retaken one time.
